He graduated from
High School at Marion, Iowa in 1954. From 1954-1957 he served in the United

He was preceded in death by twin sisters, Beverly and Barbara Baker who
died in infancy in 1932, His father Kenneth in 1973, and his mother Eunice in
1993.
