Bill met
Louise, and they married in June 1961. While working full-time and helping to
raise a young family, Bill completed evening undergraduate coursework at
Rollins College, in Winter Park, FL. He earned a Bachelor of General Studies
and later pursued and earned a Master of Business Administration degree. Bill
was promoted and became a Procurement Manager.



Bill retired from Martin Marietta after over 30 years of service. Afterward, Bill
and Louise relocated from Orlando to a mountain home in Franklin, NC. While
living in Franklin, they attended Mt. Hope Baptist Church. In his retirement, Bill
enjoyed woodworking and model train railroading. Bill and Louise enjoyed 61
years of marriage. After Louise’s death in 2022, Bill sold the Franklin home
and relocated to Tallahassee. Bill began attending Seminole Baptist Church in
April 2023 and later became a member in May 2024.

(Crickenberger) O’Cain of Tallahassee, FL; and Daryl Craig O’Cain and his
wife, Marcy Lynn (Bruscino) O’Cain of Raleigh, NC; and his three grandsons
Samuel Franklin O’Cain of Austin, TX; Daniel Gilbert O’Cain of Tallahassee,
FL; and Ryan Henry O’Cain of Raleigh, NC.
